Unless there are special circumstances, parents will receive an email if the student
does not submit an assessment task by the agreed deadline, informing them of a
new deadline that should not exceed three days.

We will send a Letter of Academic Concern home if the new deadline is not met.
Students can complete the task at lunchtime, before school, after school, or during a
lesson scheduled by the subject teacher. Work produced by the student during that
period will be evaluated according to the criteria.

The student will receive a grade of "non-applicable" (N/A) for that task if they have
not submitted it by the end of the reporting period.

The Dean and Secondary Leadership Team will address persistent late submissions
or non-submissions of assessment tasks as serious disciplinary issues.
